Research Title:

Identify the unique local environmental factors and local children’s risk playing behavior, which reorganizes a local model of playground injuries. The tailored education play booth design works to induce safe play concept and enhance supervision through play activities.
Background:

Kwai Tsing and Sham Shui Po are two densely populated districts in Hong Kong, respectively with 7.6% (523,300) and 5.3% (365,540) of the total population according to the census data 2006. Population of aged 0-15 contributes to 14.34% (Kwai Tsing) and 13.34% (Sham Shui Po) of each of the district’s total population and such age group is highly related to incidents of playground injury.

Data recorded in the injury surveillance database in emergency departments, combined with the use of geographic information system (GIS) would be used as the basis to guide site survey and tailored educational play booth that to induce safe play concepts, enhance supervision and increase alertness of environment factors.

Target Service Recipients
Public playground users aged between 0-15 years old and their families in Kwai Tsing and Sham Shui Po area in the top ten high incidences playground or densely population areas identified by the GIS injury surveillance.
Project members
The project team composed of experts in safe community, injury surveillance and play specialists. They will work with a task group under the Kwai Tsing Safe Community (It was inaugurated in October 2000 with the joint effort of the Kwai Tsing District Council and more than 10 local public and private organizations). In the task group, the core members are Princess Margaret Hospital, Caritas Medical Centre, Paediatrics and Adolescent Medicine / Development Disabilities Unit, Princess Margaret Hospital, The Hong Kong Institute of Education, representatives from Kwai Tsing Safe Community and Healthy City and Sham Shui Po Healthy and Safe Community (Sham Shui Po District Council). They will work together to develop a model to reduce playground injuries in Kwai Tsing District and Sham Shui Po. Representatives from Kwai Tsing Safe Community will act as the convener and coordinator for the projects. 

Objectives of research project:

The overall objectives of research project:
(1) Induce safe concept and enhanced supervision through tailored play booths which is to be done at identified place and time as appropriate by the injury surveillance. The tailored play booths may be holding on Saturday or Sunday.
(2) Create pamphlets for playground injury prevention to induce safe play concepts, enhance supervision and increase alertness of environment factors.

(3) Recommend strategies for the future development of playground.
Duration:

The duration for this research study is about two years.
Methodology:

The project included three major components for preventing the playground injuries that include play specialist site survey, the use of play booth for education purpose in the identified playgrounds and evaluation after play booth activities. Ten events of play booths will be taken in the top ten high incidence playgrounds in Sham Shui Po and Kwai Tsing District.

Using the GIS-injury surveillance as the base of the project, case characteristics like demographic, mechanism, site of injury, time of incidence and local of the event were analysis. It acts as the yard stick to develop the site observation plan and educational play booths for the children and families.
